The 2009-2010 school year is underway and we are off to a great start. Even with the  

5-year commitment of our generous benefactor concluding last school year, we were  

still able to provide our students with a substantial amount of financial aid and hold our  

enrollment steady at 470. This would not be possible without the support of our alumni.  

 

This year, we have added six new teachers to our faculty. A special welcome to: Hai Yan

As you can see from the front cover of this newsletter, our school received a dramatic 

transformation over the summer with the installation of new windows in the front-half of    

the building. We hope you are proud of this major renovation and, if you are in the area,   

will take time to stop by the school and see this spectacular upgrade. 

 

Our new windows mark yet another accomplishment in our ongoing capital improvement 

projects. This coincides with the renovation two years ago of the oval located in front of the 

school and the upcoming renovation of our courtyard, which is the area surrounding the 

schoolôs chapel that leads to our main doors. The renovation of our courtyard is in the design 

phase and will include our Grotto, a fountain, new landscaping and the incorporation of BC

Another major project in the works is the renovation of our Physics Lab. Last summer, we 

were able to renovate our Chemistry Lab and we hope to have the necessary funds by next 

summer to allow our students the opportunity to learn in a first-class Physics Lab.

BC ADDS IMPACT CONCUSSION PREVENTION PROGRAM  
In Bishop Canevinôs ongoing effort to   

ensure the safety of our student-athletes, 

the school has implemented ImPACT    

testing free of charge to our students.      

 

A group of concerned parents worked 

with Athletic Director Dan Bowman to 

make the program available. ñWe are   

very thankful the administration took our 

recommendation and made this happen,ò 

said current Bishop Canevin parent Katie 

Leyland. 

 

ImPACT is a sophisticated, research 

based computer test developed to help 

clinicians evaluate an athleteôs recovery 

following concussion. The computerized 

program evaluates and documents multi-

ple aspects of neurocognitive functioning, 

including verbal and visual memory,    

attention span, brain processing speed, 

reaction time and post-concussive symp-

toms. The user-friendly injury documen-

tation system enables clinicians to track 

the injury from the field and through the 

recovery process. 

 

Unfortunately, current senior Trey Bucci, 

ô10 suffered a concussion this summer 

during football camp. Thankfully, he was 

the first student to benefit from the test-

ing. ñI was so grateful Canevin imple-

mented the testing,ò said Treyôs mother 

Bindy Bucci. ñTrey benefited from the 

testing immediately as the evaluation  

created a baseline to know the severity  

of the concussion. Because of ImPACT, 

the doctors have a methodical way to get 

him back to 100%.ò 

 

Concussion is a common injury, but is 

often difficult to diagnose and treat.     

ImPACT provides clinicians with invalu-

able information that can help take the 

guesswork out of concussion management 

and promote safe return-to-play decision 

for athletes.  

 

Athletic Director Dan Bowman knows 

too well the difference between concus-

sion victims who both have and have  

not been tested. ñMy daughter suffered a  

concussion playing soccer in high school 

without the testing and my son had a  

concussion with the testing,ò he said.  

ñIt made a major difference in my sonôs 

case.ò 

 

ñWith concussions, people can think  

everything is fine and there has been a  

full recovery, when in all actuality there 

could be a lot wrong,ò he added.

MEET NEW ATHLETIC DIRECTOR  

DAN BOWMAN  

MEET NEW MUSIC DIRECTOR 

KEVIN JOHNSON  

Mr. Dan Bowman has assumed the role 

as the schoolôs new Athletic Director.   

His experience as a competitor and coach 

is extensive. As an athlete, he was a letter 

winner at John Carroll University in  

football (running back) and track (held 

three school records for 440, 600 and 

mile relay). His coaching experience 

spans numerous sports: track, football, 

wrestling, baseball and soccer. He has 

been the schoolôs Track & Field coach since 2008. 

 

Q: Thoughts on the transition into your new role? 

DB: Itôs a great environment as far as friendliness and professionalism 

of the staff. Itôs also great how the kids are very enthusiastic to be 

here. We have a very solid coaching staff that Bob Jacoby put in 

place, they are easy to work with and expect results of their teams. 

 

Q: What is the biggest weakness of the program? 
DB: We need to improve the facilities in general, update certain  

areas and make more efficient use of our space. Indoor training       

areas are also a must for baseball, track and other sports. Converting 

our practice football field to artificial turf and creating better access    

to that field would allow for it to be used more often by a number of 

sports. I have formed a facility committee to help spearhead this effort, 

which is comprised of alumni, coaches and parents. 

 We already have a weight facility in the works and a core       

fitness area. The area will have seven Strive fitness machines and       

two stationary bikes. We want to promote wellness across campus       

and make this available to all Bishop Canevin students and teachers.  

 

Q: What are your primary goals for the program? 

DB: Safety of our athletes is our primary goal. We developed a student

-athlete handbook this summer to make sure all of our athletes are safe 

and also implemented the ImPACT concussion management program.  

 

Q: What is new in athletics this school year? 

DB: We added two sports this year - girls lacrosse and boys and girls 

swimming. Lacrosse is a spring sport and will be instructional this 

year, a JV sport next year and then a Varsity sport the following year. 

Swimming is a winter sport and we will use Duquesne Universityôs   

pool. We are excited to have long-time Carlynton coach Mike Schnei-

derlochner as our Head Coach to build this program. The other 

change is that Cheerleading is now considered a sport and not an activ-

ity. The Cheerleaders now have an opportunity to letter in that sport. 

 On the coaching front, we also added Ed Burgess as our boysô 

tennis coach and Rich Irr as our boysô basketball coach. I feel like the 

boysô basketball team could really surprise people this year. 

 

Q: In what ways can alumni help the athletic program? 

DB: Anyone that is interested in upgrading facilities or has expertise   

in that field can contact me at bowmand@bishopcanevin.org or (412) 

922-7400 ext. 37. Obviously additional funds for the program are     

always needed but simply coming out to attend our various sporting 

events and cheering on our students athletes is a tremendous help. 

Bishop Canevinôs Marching Crusaders are now under the 

guidance of Music Director Mr. Kevin Johnson, who joins 

us after 20 years as the Music Director at North Catholic. 

He is a graduate of Slippery Rock University with a major 

in Music Education. He did graduate study work at Indiana 

University in Bloomington and at Duquesne University 

where he studied Sacred Music and Conducting. 

 

Q: What are your first impressions of Bishop Canevin? 

KJ: Canevin is a very friendly and the morale is awesome. 

The very first person to greet me when I walked in the door 

was Sr. Judy. She was incredibly enthusiastic and welcom-

ing. Plus, Iôm really, really thrilled with the air conditioning 

in the band room! 

 

Q: Now that you have worked here for a summer, what 

are your initial thoughts on the Marching Crusaders? 

KJ:  We have a good foundation for the program. Iôm 

really looking forward to building on that and creating the 

best music program in the Diocese. Iôm impressed with 

how the kids are eager to learn. In addition, the band       

parents have been incredibly helpful. 

 

Q: What are you most looking forward to this year? 

KJ:  At North Catholic, my last role was part Dean of    

Students and part Music Director. Iôm very excited to be 

back doing what I love - in the classroom all day teaching 

music. I love all aspects of what this job entails. Iôm very 

anxious to work with the choir and hand bell choir. They 

will be featured at our masses and also at community      

concerts. My focus is not just on the band but Iôm equally 

behind the choir. In addition, I will be involved in the 

Spring Musical, most likely conducting.
